For the exhibition Elements: Unique
Details of the 20th Century Architecture
and Interior, architecture historian and
researcher Adam Stéch has selected
thousands of his own photographs pre-
senting them as an atlas of the architec-
tural and interior details that were creat-
ed by architects and designers as part of
the overall artistic concepts of building
designs. The ultimate selection of light-
ing, seating, storage spaces, tables,
railings, doors, handles, windows, floors,
walls and other decorative or functional
elements celebrate the modernist idea
of the total work of art, the so-called
Gesamtkunstwerk, and tell stories about
the versatile skills of modernist architects
from Art Nouveau to Modernism and
beyond. The ambition of this project is to
create the biggest database of one-of-a-
kind designs from specific buildings and
interiors captured by a single person and
survey never before seen chapter in the
history of applied art.

The concept of the show was born with
the first exhibition at Brompton Design
District in London in 2017, commissioned
by curator Jane Withers. Only 400 photo-
graphs of architecture and design details
were presented there. Since then, Adam
Stéch intesified his research and traveled
to more than 40 countries around the
world to capture modernist houses by
famous as well as little known and for-
gotten architects. The exhibition features
exceptional designs by seminal figures
like Gio Ponti, Frank Lloyd Wright, Le Cor-
busier, Adolf Loos as well as examples by
hundreds of forgotten and little known
masters.

The photos are presented in simple
display made of aluminum construction
and paper prints. The photos are freely
divided into the typological sections,

in which we can examine various for-
mal designs and analyze modernist
architecture in its differences based
on various contexts and changes in
the development of the 20th century
architecture and design all around the
world. Inspired by the work of the Hilla
and Bernd Becher, Adam Stéch tries to
systematically record the formal differ-
ences and similarities of the modernist
movement with this project.

The exhibition, which was premiered

at Salone del Mobile two weeks ago, is
dedicated to all who helped Adam with
his research and visits of the buildings all
around the world.

Koncept expozice se zrodil jiz s prvni
vystavou pro Brompton Design Dis-
trict v Londyné v roce 2017, kterou
iniciovala kuratorka Jane Withers.
Bylo zde prezentovano pouze 400 fo-
tografif. Od té doby Adam St&ch
zintenzivnil sv{j vyzkum a procestoval
vice nez 40 zemi svéta, aby zachytil
modernistické domy slavnych i malo
zndmych a zapomenutych architektd.
Vystava predstavuje vyjime€né navrhy
vyznamnych osobnosti jako byli Gio
Ponti, Frank Lloyd Wright, Le Corbusi-
er, Adolf Loos, ale predevsim priklady
stovek zapomenutych a malo zna-
mych tvarcd.

Fotografie jsou prezentovany v ramci
jednoduché instalace tvorenou hlinikovou
konstrukci a papirovymi tisky. Fotografie
jsou volné rozdéleny do typologickych
sekci, ve kterych mdzeme zkoumat rlizné
formalni podobnosti a analyzovat moder-
nistickou architekturu v jejich odlisnos-
tech vychazejicich z rliznych kontext

a promén vyvoje architektury a designu
20. stoleti po celém svété. Adam Stéch
se mimo jiné inspiroval dilem Hilly a Bern-
da Becherovych a se svym nikdy nekon-
¢icim vyzkumem se snazi systematicky
zaznamenavat formalni rozdily a podob-
nosti moderni architektury a designu.

Vystava, kterd méla svoji premiéru pred
dvéma tydny na Salone del Mobile, je
vénovana vsem, ktefi Adamovi pomahali
s vyzkumem a navstévami budov po
celém svété.

FUTURE SYSTEMS, JAN KAPLICKY ATELIER

Jan Kaplicky se narodil 18. dubna 1937 v Praze, kde vystudoval Vyso-
kou uméleckoprlmyslovou Skolu. Jeho otec byl mali¥, architekt a so-
chaf, matka kreslifka. Ve Velké Britanii, kam emigroval spolu se svoji
prvni partnerkou, architektkou Evou Jificnou v roce 1968, Kaplicky
pracoval v ateliérech nékolika slavnych architektl. U Renza Piana
a Richarda Rogerse se podilel na projektu pa¥izského Centre Georges Pom-
pidou, nasledné pracoval u Normana Fostera. Roku 1979 zalozil spolecné
s Davidem Nixonem studio Future Systems. V roce 1988 se jejich cesty
rozeSly a partnerkou Future Systems a Kaplického prvni Zenou se stala
Amanda Levete. V roce 1995 se jim narodil syn Josef. Pro jejich spolec-
nou tvorbu bylo charakteristické hledani vize architektury budoucnosti
a uplatnéni modernich technologii. Nasledovalo Uspésné obdobi vyhranych
soutézi a realizaci. Prvni vyznamnou budovou se stalo medialni cent-
rum na stadionu Lord’s Cricket Ground, za néz dostaly Future Systems
v roce 1999 prestizni Stirlingovu cenu. Dal$i vyznamnou realizaci je
budova Selfridges v Birminghamu, kterou Casopis The Independent zafadil
do seznamu nejvyznamnéjsich modernich staveb svéta. V roce 2002 se man-
zelé rozvadéji, pokraduji vSak jako partnefi ve Future Systems. Béhem
nataCeni filmového portrétu Profil, ktery mél premiéru roku 2004, po-
znal Jan Kaplicky producentku Elisku Fuchsovou a v roce 2007 se s ni
ozenil. Téhoz roku vyhral soutéz na projekt Narodni knihovny v Praze
a dostal &estny doktorat od VSUP. Cesta Jana Kaplického zpét doml se
ale zahy uzaviela. 14. ledna 2009, kdy se manZeldm Kaplickym narodila
dcera Johanka, Jan zemfel na nahlé selhani srdce.

Hlavni ¢ast expozice Jan Kaplicky Ateliér je replikou obyvaciho pokoje
s pracovnou, ktery se svoji druhou Zenou Eliskou vyuzival Jan Kaplicky
v Londyné. Nékteré prvky expozice jsou inspirovany jesté dalsimi rea-
lizacemi, které se vaZou k jeho Zivotu a praci. Cast pokoje je upravena
jako obyvaci pokoj s velkou moderni knihovnou a bilymi policemi, které
si navrhli Janovi rodice ve vile na prazské Ofechovce. Vstup do studov-
ny je inspirovan navrhem Jana Kaplického pro londynsky byt kritika de-
signu a architektury Deyana Sudjice z roku 1983. Otvor v hlavni p¥iéce
v ném tvofil prilchod ve tvaru kliéové dirky s rampou, navrZenou v zajmu
zjednoduseni pohybu mezi obéma mistnostmi. Janovy oblibené barvy byly
syté azurova a ostra purpurova barva. Pfipominkou londynského bytu na
Hillgate Street, ktery od roku 1992 obyvali Jan s prvni Zenou Amandou
a synem Josefem, je tak rlZovy koberec, ktery méli také po celé podla-
ze ve studiu Future Systems v londynské ctvrti Notting Hill. VSichni
kolegové a hosté si zde museli p¥i vstupu zouvat boty. Byl to dost
neortodoxni odkaz na zvyk z c¢eskych domacnosti, ale pro Jana typicky.
Svoji pfedstavivosti a pili rozvinul svij talent, ziskal slavu a prestiZ
nejenom v Britanii, ale po celém svété. Vidy se vdak citil byt Cechem
a svym dilem dokazal nejen velikost svého talentu, ale i rodné zemé.

PULSE / KAPLICKY CENTRE, FOUNDATION
FUTURE SYSTEMS, JAN KAPLICKY STUDY ROOM

Jan Kaplicky was born on 18 April 1937 in Prague, where he graduated
from the Academy of Arts and Crafts. His father was a painter, archi-
tect and sculptor, his mother a draughtswoman. In Great Britain, where
he emigrated with his first partner, architect Eva Ji¥icna in 1968,
Kaplicky worked in the studios of several famous architects. He worked
with Renzo Piano and Richard Rogers on the project of the Centre Georges
Pompidou in Paris, and then with Norman Foster. In 1979 he founded the
Future Systems studio together with David Nixon. In 1988, they parted
ways and architect Amanda Levete became Future Systems’ partner and
Kaplicky's first wife. In 1995, their son Josef was born. Their work
together was characterized by a search for a vision of future archi-
tecture and the application of modern technology. A successful period
of winning competitions followed. The first major building was the me-
dia centre at Lord’'s Cricket Ground, for which Future Systems won the
prestigious Stirling Prize in 1999. Another notable development is the
Selfridges building in Birmingham, which The Independent magazine lis-
ted as one of the world’s most important modern buildings. The couple
divorced in 2002 but continued as partners in Future Systems. During
the filming of the film Profile, which premiered in 2004, Kaplicky met
producer Eliska Fuchsova and married her in 2007. The same year he won
the competition for the National Library project in Prague and received
an honorary doctorate from the AAAD in Prague. However, Jan Kaplicky's
journey back home soon came to an end. On January 14, 2009, when the
Kaplickys’ daughter Johanka was born, Jan died of sudden heart failure.

The main part of the Jan Kaplicky Study Room exhibition is a replica
of the living room and study that Jan Kaplicky used with his second
wife, Eliska, in London. Some elements of the exhibition are inspi-
red by other projects that relate to his life and work. A part of the
room is arranged as a living room with a large modern bookcase and
white shelves designed by Jan's parents in their villa in Ofechovka,
Prague. The entrance to the studio is inspired by Jan Kaplicky's de-
sign for the London apartment of design and architecture critic Deyan
Sudjic from 1983. In it, the opening in the main partition formed a
keyhole-shaped passage with a ramp designed to facilitate movement
between the two rooms. Jan’s favourite colours were deep azure and
sharp purple. A reminder of the London flat on Hillgate Street, which
Jan, his first wife Amanda and son Josef occupied since 1992, is the
pink carpet that also covered the entire floor of the Future Systems
studio in Notting Hill, London. All colleagues and guests had to take
their shoes off when entering. It was a rather unorthodox reference to
a Czech household custom, but typical of Jan. Through his imagination
and diligence he developed his talent and gained fame and prestige
not only in Britain but throughout the world. However, he always felt
himself to be a Czech and his work proved not only the greatness of
his talent but also of his native land.

Vystava prezentuje praci britského architekta ¢eského plvodu Jana Kap-
lického (1937-2009), vizionare s velkou vasni pro kresleni, které bylo jeho
zpUsobem objevovani, popisovani a konstruovani. Prostfednictvim vykresu
vytvofil okouzlujici archi-tektonickou obraznost nejvyssi kvality.

V nejstarsich projektech, které vznikaly na po¢atku sedmdesatych let, byla
pro Kaplického kresba v zdsadé spekulativnim poc¢inem. Zatimco béhem
dne pracoval v kanceldfich jinych architektl, vecery a vikendy travil doma
kreslenim a navrhovanim svych vizi. Architektura, kterou v této dobé tvoril,
byl pldorys a fez vyvedeny do posledniho detailu. Byl vé&né nespokojeny
a neustéle se snazil rozvijet a tfibit svdj graficky jazyk, zdokonalil techniku
izometrického fezu, ktera se pak stala jeho obchodni znackou.

V roce 1979 zalozil Kaplicky s Davidem Nixonem Future Systems. Jednim
z jejich klientl byla také americkd NASA, pro kterou vytvofili sérii navrh(
interiérd Mezindrodni vesmirné stanice. O deset let pozdéji, s pfichodem
nové partnerky Amandy Levete, Future Systems zacinaji stavét — a se
stavénim pfisla i nova kreativni disciplina. Lord’s Media Centre, ocenéné
v roce 1999 Stirlingovou cenou, byl posledni projekt, ktery Kaplicky nakresilil
kompletné rukou. Od té doby byly hlavni vykresy zpracovany na pocitaci,
zatimco Kaplicky si s radosti skicoval.

Jan Kaplicky byl jednim z poslednich velkych architektl, umélcl a basnik(
v jedné osobé, spravujicich dédictvi, jehoz kofeny sahaji do obdobi rané
renesance a jez s objevem pocitaCového designu mezitim témér vymizelo.
Ma-li pro budouci generaci architektl jeho dilo jedno Ustfedni poselstvi, je
jim to, Ze jakozto uméni a obor nesmi byt zapomenut.



Jan Kaplicky Drawings

Jan Kaplicky Drawings presents work by the British architect with Czech
origin Jan Kaplicky (1937-2009) - a visionary designer with a passion for
drawing as a means of discovering, describing and constructing. Through
drawing he presented beguiling architectural imagery of the highest order.

In the earliest projects, which were created in the early 1970s, Kaplicky’s
drawing was a speculative venture. While he worked in other architects’
offices during the day, he spent evenings and weekends at home drawing
and designing his visions. The architecture he was creating at this time was
plan and section drawn to the last detail. He was perpetually dissatisfied
and constantly trying to develop and rub his graphic language, perfecting
the technique of isometric sectioning that would become his trademark.

In 1979, Kaplicky and David Nixon founded Future Systems. One of their
clients was NASA, for whom they created a series of interior designs
for the International Space Station. Ten years later, with the arrival of
a new partner, Amanda Levete, Future Systems started building — and with
building came a new creative discipline. Lord’s Media Centre, awarded the
Stirling Prize in 1999, was the last project Kaplicky drew entirely by hand.
Since then, the main drawings have been done on the computer, while
Kaplicky took delight in sketching.

Jan Kaplicky was one of the last great architekt, artists and poets in one
person, upholding a heritage whose roots go back to the early Renaissance
and which almost disappeared in the meantime with the advent of computer
design. If his work has one central message for the next generation of
architects, it is that as an art and a discipline it must not be forgotten.
